Ritz Foundation Annual Scholarship is one $3,000 scholarship awarded by the
Department of Art to a qualified in-state Auburn University student who has been either
accepted or is currently enrolled in any of the programs in the Department of Art.
Candidates must provide proof of residency.

Wade-Sykes Scholarships are awarded to 4 incoming freshmen who have applied to and
been accepted to Auburn University, declared art as their major, and have demonstrated
quality and promise based on submitted work

Ida S. Wolfson Scholarship is a $500 scholarship awarded to an out-of-state junior Fine
Arts major who has financial need. Preference will be given to a female student.

Student Achievement Awards are six $250 awards presented by the Department of Art to
qualified students enrolled in any of the programs in the Department of Art. Candidates
should demonstrate consistent noteworthy achievement in more than one instructional area
(for example: painting/printmaking/sculpture or typography/illustration/photography or
drawing/three-dimensional design or any combination of two or more different areas.

_ One application package that includes one completed and signed application form,
_ One portfolio of ten images* (slides in a clear plastic slide sheet or a CD) clearly labeled
with name, instructor, semester, (if artwork was completed at Auburn) and

_ An official grade transcript, proof of residency for Alabama residents (Ritz
Scholarship), FAFSA form (proof of financial need for the Wolfson Scholarship).
